= Mgtrikspaendere

Brug kun krafttoppe. Almindelige toppe kan ikke anbefales. Brug aldrig veerktgjet, hvis stift og o-ring er slidt eller defekt. Lagsnes bolten
ikke indenfor 5 sek, bgr der vaelges en stgrre matriksspaender.

= Slibere

Brug kun tilbehar som er godkendt til sliberens hastighed og som ikke overskrider producentens anbefalinger. Undersgag tilbehgr inden
brug. Brug altid veerktgjet som beskrevet i sikkerhedsinstruktionerne.

= Boremaskiner

Forgg langsomt hastigheden indtil den gnskede hastighed opnas. Skarpe bor forlaenger levetiden pa veerktgjet. Sarg altid for at holde
patronen ren.

= Hammere

Arbejd altid med en mejselholder, fieder eller patron. Forgg langsomt hastighed indtil den gnskede hastighed opnas. Brug altid skarpe
mejsler — dermed opnas det bedste resultat.

= Nalehammere

Hold nalene mod emnet og start hammeren. Brugte nale fiernes fra holderen. Sarg for at de nye nalehoveder sidder korrekt i hullerne
pa ndleholderen. Skub nalene gennem fjederen og naesestykket.

= Skraldenggler

Hold pa veerktajet sdledes at handen ikke kommer | klemme mellem veerktajet og arbejdsfladen. Forgg langsomt hastighed indtil den
gnskede hastighed opnas. Brug ikke vaerktgjet manuelt.

= Blindnittepistol

Brug aldrig veerktgjet uden skaft fangeren er monteret. Brug korrekte naesemgtrikker og keeber, der modsvarer de valgte nitter.

Arbejd altid med veerktgjet mod et emne, ellers kan nitten blive skudt ud fra forsiden af veerktgjet.

= Save

Brug altid skarpe savblade uden synlige skader. Forgg langsomt hastighed indtil den gnskede hastighed opnas.

= Bleeseaggregater

Forgg langsomt luftmaengden indtil enskede luftmaengde er opnaet. Ret aldrig aggregatet mod levende veesener.
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Safety instructions

Safe operation is only possible after reading the full instruction. Save this instruction in a secure
place.

Wear safety glasses and hearing protection.

If necessary, wear dust mask and gloves.

Wear suitable working clothes and safety shoes.

Only use the tool with the prescribed safety devices.

Only use closely fitted clothes. Take off jewelry and tug away long hair.

Use the tool and accessories only for the purpose intended.

Check the tool, connection and compressed air hose each time before use.

Make sure that the tool is switched off before connecting it to the air hose.

Disconnect the air hose before changing accessories, during maintenance and after use.
Do not carry the tool by the air hose.

Secure the work piece before you start your operation.

Keep a secure distance to people around you.

Keep your work place clean.

Inspect the accessories and exchange them if they are damaged.

Vibration, repetitive motions and uncomfortable positions may be harmful to your hands and arms.
Do not touch any moving part of the tool or accessories.

Store the tool and accessories in a dry place that is without reach for children.

Repairs should only be performed by an authorized technician using original parts.

Maintenance

To secure trouble free operations please follow the following few steps:

Place a few drops of special air tool oil in the air inlet before use.

The compressed air must be dried, otherwise it causes rust and trouble.

If the system doesn’t have a central lubrication, repeat this every day.

If the tool has a external lubrication nipple please apply two strokes of grease each month.
Clean the outside of the tool regularly to prevent dirt to come inside the tool.

Inspect the tool and change damage retaining.

Never use the tool at a pressure exceeding 6,3 bar (90 PSI).

Malfunction

If unusual noise develops or the performance of the tool is reduced, switch off the tool immediately. Check the accessories to see if they
have any damage and replace if they have. Put a few drops of special air tool oil in the air inlet and run the tool.

If none of these two suggestions helps, leave the tool to an authorized service center.

Guarantee

For this Flair branded tool we provide a warranty in accordance with statutory/county specific regulation from the date of purchase (proof
of purchase by invoice). Damaged that has occurred will be corrected by replacement or repair at the choice of the supplier.

Damaged caused by normal wear, overloading or improper handling is excluded from the warranty. Bearings, o-rings, rotor blades,
retaining rings, pads and similar products authorized service center will not be considered as a warranty.

Use of pneumatic tools

= Impact wrenchs

Use special impact sockets only. Chromed sockets are not suitable. Never use the tools if the retaining ring is defect. If the nut doesn’t
lose within 5 sec, chose a larger impact wrench.

= Sanders, grinders

Use only accessories which are approved for the speed of the tool and that doesn’t exceed the size that the manufacturer recommends.
Check accessories for defects before use. Always use the tool together with the safety devices delivered with the tool.

= Drills

Increase the drilling speed slowly until you reach desired speed. Sharp drills increase the life of the tool. Keep the chuck clean.

= Hammers

Always work with a chisel holding device, spring or chuck. Increase the speed slowly until you reach desired speed. Always use sharp
chisels for the best result.

m Needle scalers

Press the needles against the object and start the machine. Remove worn needles. Make sure that the new needle heads fit into the
countersunk holes in needle holder. Slide needles through spring and front nosepiece.

= Ratchets

Hold the tool securely so that your working hand doesn’t get squeezed against the working pjece. Increase the speed slowly until you
reach desired speed. Do not use the tool manually.

= Air Rivetter

Never use without the stem collector fitted, use correct rivit seat and chuck jaw corresponding to selected rivit seat.

Always work against a workpiece , otherwise parts will be ejected from the front of the tool.

= Saws

Always use sharp saw blades without visible damages. Increase the speed slowly until you reach desired speed.

= Air units

Slowly increase the amount of air until the required amount of air is reached. Never point the air unit towards any living creatures.
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
